                                             Recycling Efforts: 
Did you know?
· More than twice as much paper is recycled than is sent to landfills

· Every ton of paper recovered for recycling saves 3.3 cubic yards of landfill space. 
· By weight, more paper is recovered for recycling from municipal solid waste streams than glass, plastic, steel and aluminum combined, according to the EPA. 

· In June Oak Hill recycled 4,510 pounds of paper which saved 8.25 cubic yards of landfill space. We earned $50.74 for our efforts. Thank you, Oak Hill for your recycling efforts. The paper recycling money is used to support Windemere School, the Pfeiffer Group Home, and other Mission and Witness programing. Our next bonus week will be September 16 through September 21.
